Information/Requirement Packet

Definitions:
· Scholarship - $1500 freshman year scholarship to an institution of higher learning

· Payee – shall be the selected institution of higher learning only

· Eligible recipients shall be one of the following: a Louisa County High School Senior, a Louisa County Home Schooled Senior, or a Louisa County resident enrolled in a Private School at the Senior Year equivalent, full or part-time. 

· Immediate family members of Louisa County Rotarians are ineligible. 
Procedures:
· The Scholarship is intended to be used (distributed) the second semester of the recipient's Freshmen Year. Distribution may be given the first semester at the request of the recipient and the discretion of the Louisa County Rotary Club

· The recipient shall provide the Louisa County Rotary Club the contact information of the institution attending along with the procedure for payment directly to the institution...including the recipient's student ID number

· The recipient shall provide proof of enrollment

· Delay of use/payment request will be taken and acted upon on a case by case basis and is not guaranteed

· Monetary distributions will be made directly to the institution of higher learning only....no exceptions
Time Line:
· April 10 - deadline for all submissions to davidpalmer@vaumc.org
· April 30 – Notification to school of recipient

· Early part of May – presentation of award at LCHS Awards Ceremony

· Recipient appears at Louisa County Rotary Club meeting...date TBD

· July 1 – Recipient notifies Louisa County Rotary Club of the selected institution of higher learning

· July 30 – Recipient must provide Louisa County Rotary Club with information concerning payment procedures directly to the selected institution of higher learning
Criteria:
· Candidate shall be an eligible recipient as stated in the Definitions

· Provide 2 letters of recommendation from past or present teachers and/or community leaders which must be submitted directly to davidpalmer@vaumc.org or mailed to P.O. Box 1248, Louisa, VA 23093 to be received no later than April 12, 2020

· Consideration will be given for participation in Interact, any Rotary training event, or 2 or more community service activities (15% value)

· A GPA of 2.5 or higher (public school students only).  GPA and SAT scores (10% value)

· Financial need (40% value)

· Community Involvement (15% value)

· Essay (20% value)
