     The theme of the essay is “The Four-Way Test” (see below).  Each essay will be judged by the following criteria: 

1) Adequate treatment of ALL Four-Way Test questions.

2) Understanding of Rotary's ethical Principles (Four-Way Test)

3) Sincerity and originality
